SUNY Ambassador Robert Gosende (Associate Vice Chancellor for International Programs) and Dr. Olga Zinovieva, Program manager of the SUNY Center on Russia and the US, visited the department today. The visit concerns the ongoing exchange between SUNY and MSU (Moscow State University). 
As part of this exchange, the University at Albany sent a delegation of mathematicians (Boris Goldfarb, Ted Turner, and Kehe Zhu) to Moscow in January 2008. The delegation met with various officials at MSU, discussed possible future collaborations and exchanges, and participated in a mini-conference specifically organized for the delegation. 

The current one year visit to our department by Fulbright scholar Professor Vadim Kozlov of MSU was also a component of this exchange between SUNY and MSU. During today’s meeting at the department, participated by Robert Gosende, Olga Zinovieva, Vadim Kozlov, Kehe Zhu, and Ted Turner, further discussions were held about the possibility of more Fulbright visits, sabbatical leaves, and student exchanges between SUNY and MSU.
The department encourages faculty to consider spending a semester of their sabbatical leave at MSU. Partial local support is possible at MSU if the leave is structured as part of the SUNY-MSU exchange. It is agreed that Professor Vadim Kozlov, upon his return to MSU, will also encourage his colleagues to spend some of their sabbaticals in our department.
